Approval of Minutes
A motion was made by Matt Hoying and seconded by Sam Grassbaugh to accept the minutes of the May 11, 2020 meeting as presented.  To this motion all members present voted aye.  Motion carried.
Approval of Bills

A motion was made by Ryan Simon and seconded by Chris Boeke to authorize the Fiscal Officer to pay the bills as presented in the amount of $90,372.86.  To this motion all members present voted aye.  Motion Carried.
Acceptance of Pay Ins

A motion was made by Tim Siegel and seconded by Sam Grassbaugh to accept the pay ins as presented in the amount of $328,925.24.  To this motion all members present voted aye.  Motion Carried.
Committee Reports
Finance:  No meeting.  The total income tax receipt for May were $69,035.30 which is down $19,662.42 or 22.2% from May of 2019. Total YTD refunds through May were $10,690.47 which make the total YTD net receipts through May $592.246.27 which is down $24,909.70 or 1.2% from May YTD 2019.  As of June 19, total receipts for June are $82,046.00.  We will wait until July to re-visit the budget.  No other major expenses are planned for this year.  The new police cruiser has been pushed back to 2021.  Mrs. Frilling reported that the Bank Reconciliation for May 2020 was balanced, it was then signed off on by the Finance Committee.  
Police & Safety:  No meeting, nothing new to report.  
Parks:  No meeting.  The 5K at the Fort will take place on Saturday morning, July 4th.  It was determined that the sidewalk damage from the storms that went thru on June 10th should be repaired or patched prior to that event.  
Streets & Sanitation:  No meeting, nothing new to report.  Mitch Thobe from Choice One Engineering reported, regarding the Greenback Road project, that they are still waiting on the State to approve their budget so the OPWC review board can meet to approve the Small Government funding. 

Planning Commission:  No meeting, nothing new to report.  
Old Business

2020 Budget:  We will keep monitoring the 2020 budget, July will be a big month with tax filing & payment dates pushed back to July 15th, July will likely be like an April in years past.  It’ll be better to see where we are at after the end of July in regards to the remaining budget of 2020.
Annexation:  Tony Schmitmeyer reported that Gary Poeppelman and Jason Paulus are going to annex into the village.  One lot of Poeppelman’s will not be annexed in, that lot contains the lane back to the farm.

New Business
Consider Resolution 2020-951 – SECOND READING.  A resolution declaring it necessary to levy a tax in excess of the ten mill limitation.  The levy would be placed on the November 3rd general election ballot.  This levy will be a renewal & will generate $44,571.00.

Consider Resolution 2020-952 – A resolution affirming the eligible use of funds from the county coronavirus relief distribution fund.

Consider Resolution 2020-953 – A resolution temporarily suspending Fort Loramie ordinance section 92.07 to allow consumption of beer in Redskin Memorial Park during the Alumni Softball Tournament.

Final Comments:
Randy & Tony met with County Commissioners on June 23rd regarding the upcoming County Sewer project.  
Tim Siegel reported that open burning is illegal in town.  Any incident being reported needs to be called into the Fire Department or the EPA.  
Matt Hoying mentioned getting a camera on the new Redskin statue at the Redskin Memorial Park entrance as soon as possible.  There is already talk of the statue being offensive.  Tony will get with Doug Heitkamp at SecurCom about what it would cost to outfit the entire park with a camera system including the entrance area to cover the Redskin statue.  It was decided to place a trail camera on it in the meantime.  
Ms. Frilling reported on the Donor Board – We sent what the donors wanted on their donor plate to 11FiftySeven. They have then sent us what each donor plate will look like, a proof.  Jenny has sent these back out to each donor for final approval. There are a handful of people we need to hear back from by the end of the week and we’ll be able to proceed with creating the donor board and getting it installed.

Mr. Schmitmeyer reported that the Village of Minster will be in town sweeping streets on either Wednesday, June 24th and/or Friday, June 26th.
