Finance:  The total income tax receipt for December was $103,325.30.  This makes the total receipts for the year $1,268,254.25.  The total receipt for the year are down $108,291.29 or 7.9% from this time last year. The total refunds for 2018 was $22,645.64 making the net total income tax receipts $1,245,608.61. Consider Ordinance 2018-1130.  An Ordinance establishing a water improvement fee.  (Final Reading)

This would impose a $7.50 per user increase in 2019 and $15 per user in 2020.  All unoccupied residents will be charged unoccupied rates beginning in March 2019.   A motion was made by Tim Boerger, seconded by Sam Grassbaugh to approve final reading establishing a water improvement fee effective March 2019.
